All ten animals were adopted from a 
shelter in New Milford, CT. Every year, 6 to 8 million cats and dogs enter animal shelters, and of that 
number, nearly half are euthanized. Although the problem seems overwhelming, the key to the solution is 
adopting a shelter pet when seeking a new companion and ensuring that the animal is spayed or neutered.
